Industrial Grade Material Spreader

Overview. Thismateria spreader was engineered for heavy duty industriad use and was
designed with the serious user in mind. There are built in handles and plenty of standing
room for the operators. It is easily adjusted for width and thickness with removable screw
jacks. A minimum of bolts were used in the congtruction and mounting of the materid
Spreader 0 that it requires very little maintenance other than routine cleaning.

Weight: The materid spreader weighs about 750 Ibs. with the removable baffle
installed.

Recommended uses: Nearly any spread able aggregate can be applied quickly and
smoothly. Common materids are: asphdlt, gravd, dirt, sand, wood chips, topsail,
fertilizer, and concrete.

Adjugable width: Thismaterid spreader is designed to be strong while dtill eesily
adjustable from 5' to 8 in width using four heavy duty screw jacks. Thisisauseful sze
for gpreading soil in flower beds, concrete for sdewaks, and asphdt for golf course
pathways. Each ddeisindependently adjustable up to one foot. This dlows the machine
to be staggered to one side of the truck or the other to create or repair the shoulder of a
road or possibly just to increase vishility of the spreader for the driver of the truck.

Adjustable height: The screed height on this materia spreader can be adjusted from 0"
to 8" using two heavyduty screw jacks. These jacks can be adjusted independently to
creste "stagger”. This dlows materia to be spread on an uneven dope such asthe sde of
ahill while the surface of the materid being spread says levd.



Heavy duty congtruction: High qudity 7 ga. (3/16") thick mild sted plate is used for
every mgjor part. All fasteners used at a pivot point are grade 8 and dl nuts and bolts are
plated for corroson resstance. All of the lift and extenson jacks have grease fittings and
arerated to lift over 1500 |bs each.

Quality manufacturing: A Whitney CNC plasmalpunch fabrication center is used for
the creetion of al fabricated parts. Solid seam mig welding is gpplied by a certified
welder during the manufacturing process. The assembly is ingpected for qudity and sand
blasted to remove any oil or dag before painting.

Durablefinish: Thefind step in the manufacturing processisto goply a powder coat
finish. A powder coat finish is aspecid paint process where eectricity attracts and bonds
eech individua particle of the coating to the surface of the part. The assembly isthen
baked in an oven to cure the paint and increase its hardness. This creates a smooth,
amazingly durable, and chemicaly resstant surface that will help the materid Soreader
last much longer than a"normd” paint job.

M ultiple attachment methods: There are many optionad mounting methods for ataching
the material spreader to your truck. This alows the user to pick the system they are most
comfortable with. (Seethe ATTACHMENT OPTIONS shest for details).




"No bolts' truck attachment: No bolts have to be removed to disconnect the material
Spreader from your truck. Everything is held together with heavy duty clevis pins.

Wide skids: The materid spreader has a specialy designed skid on the bottom of each
sde. This skid has many useful features. Firg, it provides a sharp Sde on the outside
edge of the materid asit is goplied to the ground. The unit will dso not roll away if
unattended. The machine has less chance of sinking into soft ground or gravel because
the kids are 8" wide and tapered. But the most sgnificant feature is that the skids are
turned to the insde to alow side by side pulls of materid only 1/2" apart. This reduces
the amount of "looping” required when using asphdt to pave aroad or parking lot.
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
